I. Course Description:
In this course, students will learn how to use a high level object orientated programming language to solve problems. Use of elementary data types, conditional statements, loops, functions and subprograms, and data structures such as arrays and records will be covered.  Object orientated programming techniques and program design will be emphasized.

II. Course Pre-requisite: CSC 102 Intro to Microcomputer Applications, CSC 121 Fundamental Concepts of Computing.

IV. Course Goals: Upon completion of this course the students will:

1.  Understand the fundamental structures that make up a computer program. 

2.  Understand and be able to implement correct program layout and design, including proper 

     variable names, comments and spacing.

3.  Demonstrate knowledge of the syntax of a high-level object orientated programming 

     language.

4.  Be able to use of Software Development Kit to create, compile, run and debug programs.

5.  Apply the concepts of object orientated  programming to solve of a variety of programming

     related problems.

VI. Assignments:

There will be approximately one group of assignments per week. Late homework assignments will not be accepted regardless of the reason. There will be extra credit opportunities during the semester which can be used to boost your homework average.

VII. Attendance Procedure Including makeup Policy:

1) Class Absences - Students who miss 6 or more classes during the semester will be automatically withdrawn from the course.  Students who miss 4 or more classes before midterm will be automatically withdrawn from the course.

IX. Academic Honesty Policy
